Introduction

In 2007 the Agility Committee issued a consultation document asking questions regarding the immediate future of the NDTA for agility. The results of this consultation enabled the Committee to govern NDTAs in 2008, 2009 and this year in 2010, in partnership with the NDTA organising committees.
However, from 2011, the NDTA as we currently know it will cease to exist. The 3 region system which Obedience is governed by, takes them into a different geographical area than our 5 Zone system for this and future NDTAs. This provides an opportunity for the Agility Committee to review the organisation of future agility NDTAs, without some of the past restraints and to ensure that it contains those things which agility people want.

This survey is designed to collect opinions on all aspects of the NDTA. While some suggestions have been made in the survey, we are seeking any ideas for anything which is not currently included in the weekend that you would like to see. Similarly there are perhaps things which have traditionally been done which you would no longer like to see included.

Background History, Finance and Planning
In 2008, the money previously held within the Zones for the running of their NDTAs was consolidated into separate national accounts for both disciplines.
This money will continue to be utilised to “seed” future NDTAs, wherever they are run in the country. 

The NDTA rotates around the 5 Zones in NZ for the next six years in the following order:
2011 – Zone 4


2012 – Zone 1


2013 – Zone 3


2014 – Zone 5


2015 – Zone 2


2016 – Zone 4 etc.


Each Zone sets up an organising committee who plan in their local area as required for their next NDTA. Each committee reports back to and receives such assistance as required from the Agility Committee.

Each Zone may set up an NDTA bank account for their use when organising an NDTA. A full set of accounts are maintained by each organising committee and the residual money at the completion of the NDTA is returned back to the Agility Committee for inclusion back into the NDTA fund. The Agility Committee also underwrite any losses, should that occur.
