START TIMES:
Judging for Session 1 will start at 8.15am each morning.
There will be no set time for Sessions 2 and 3 to start.  These will start once all the classes in the previous 
session have been completed and all the courses have been walked.  All of the Jumpers classes in 
Session 2 will start at the same time.   
Champion of Champion Events will run individually with Agility Champion of Champion first, followed 
by Jumpers Champion of Champion.  Interzone Teams and Finals will also run individually starting with 
Starters or JC and moving up to Senior and Jumpers A.

COURSE WALKS:
Courses for Session 1 will open for walking at 7.30am each morning.
Courses for Sessions 2 and 3 will open for walking as soon as they have been set up and checked and 
approved by the judge.  The last class to open for walking in those sessions will be given half an hour.
Open flags will indicate when the ring is open for walking.
Each ring will close five minutes before the start of the class so that the first competitors have time to 
get their dogs ready.   Please leave the ring promptly at the end of the course walk.  There will be no 
opportunity to walk the course after the class has started.

JUDGES BREAKS:
Judges’ breaks have not been scheduled into the running orders.  Each individual judge will decide if/
when and for how long they need a break.   
These will be added to the call board before the class starts.  
Please check the call board to see if you are running around any breaks that may have been added.

SCRATCHING YOUR DOG OR CHANGE OF HANDLER:
Scratching Forms and Change of Handler forms are available online at www.dogagility.org.nz in the 
NZDAC tab under Files and Forms.   
These forms will also be available outside the Show Secretary’s office in the club house. 
If you wish to scratch your dog and the class has already started, you will need to advise the call steward 
yourself.  
REFUND Forms are also available online.  These are sent directly to the treasurer.

AD and ADX:
You are welcome to continue competing after your first fault/whistle, but please leave the ring by making 
your way directly to the finish line after your second fault/whistle.

TRAINING IN THE RING:
You are welcome to finish your run after you are eliminated but please refrain from excessive training, for 
example:  repeating obstacles or sequences multiple times.   
Please leave the ring promptly by making your way directly to the finish if the judge asks you to leave the 
ring.

LIVE RESULTS: 
Live results will be available at www.dogagility.org.nz for all standard classes.



CONTROL OF DOGS: 
Please ensure your dogs are always kept on lead unless competing or in the practice ring or exercise 
areas. When unattended, all dogs need to be securely contained in vehicles, trailers or crates. NO dogs 
are to be tied to the back of open vehicles, stakes, trailers or other items. Mandeville Sports Centre is a 
public place so members of the public may attend the event and we need to ensure the safety of both the 
public and your dogs.
